3. NCSTHL Update, Timeline, and Comment
· Walter LaRoque: How many of you attend the state meeting last week (Martha did.) There was a survey that was sent out last week for feedback and please complete it. There have been some issues with the list serve but they are working on it. There is a link to the recording of the meeting that was held last week. Walter will send out the link to Heather O’Connor to send out to all members. The link should also be on the STHL website.
· Heather O’Conner: Rebecca sent her a slides for the general session and Heather will send it out to the STHL representatives. 
· Woody Brinson: He noticed that during the meeting there was an opportunity to chat. There were a lot of questions asked about the priorities and committees they were assigned to but there were no responses to the questions. I has not seen anything like we have received in the past from Mary.
· Victor Heinrich: Stated he has quite a few questions. We have our five proprieties but who in the general assembly is sponsoring them, what committees are they on, where are they in the committees, what have the committees discussed, what is the deadline to get them out, what is the deadline for floor votes in the assembly/senate, and what is the date that everything must be put together to go to the Governor? I would like to know this information for every year on our priorities. Also, once we know who the sponsors are, then whatever county that sponsor is from those STHL representatives should be involved with them.
· Woody Brinson: Stated that he receives the daily calendar for the general assembly. He knows what bills are being passed and what bills are being proposed. In the past Mary has always kept us informed on legislation that concerned senior citizens. We are not getting that this year and it is hard to follow what is going on with the five priorities. He also stated that he does not even know if they have been introduced as a bill. He would like to know who they communicate with to know the status? Deadlines are coming up and he would be interested in knowing where they are, if they we have priorities than everyone should be monitoring them and to know where they are at.
· Walter LaRoque: Rebeca is at a learning curve; Walter will email her to find out additional information and to ask her for an update.
· Woody Brinson: Out of our nine counties only about four to five participated in the meeting last week. We need to remember that we are one of the larger regions with nine votes. If we stick together, we can well dictate some of the priorities. We need to keep communicating and We have a lot more pull than others because of the rural areas. Rural areas have a lot of pull in the STHL.
· Matthew Brinkley: This is my first time on this board. Anything anyone can give him or assist him with in learning he would greatly appreciate it.

· Woody Brinson: We have a statewide meeting coming in June. It would be good for us to have another regional meeting before than to make sure everyone is on the same page. On the minutes it also stated that individuals could have orientation on a case-by-case bases, but I have never had a regional level orientation. Connie has not had one either. We have only had one at the state level. It would be nice to have one before the June meeting.
· Walter LaRoque: There was a state orientation last week during the meeting. 
· Matthew Brinkley: Did not attend it.
· Martha Bryan: When we meet again in October at the state level, it would be good for them to offer the training again for everyone who has joined in this past year. It is very informational and doing in person is help.

· Heather O’Connor: We could look at doing another meeting the first Monday in June. 
· Woody Brinson: I received a lot out of the orientation and learned a lot. Rebeca did a great job during the presentation. I learned a lot that I had not known in the past. It was open to all members.
· Walter LaRoque: Rebeca is doing well. The executive committee has been meeting every week to every other week since COVID began. We have about five vacancies. We need to work on getting these filled as soon as possible. Hopefully, by our July mee4ting we will have them filled so that we may vote on them during that meeting.

· Martha Bryan: Wayne county is filled now. Sue Carter was voted in today.
